Health Kits & Donations Needed for People of Haiti

UMCOR is asking for health kits (http://new.gbgm-
umc.org/umcor/getconnected/supplies/health-kit/) and Laraine Waughtal, CTC disas-
ter response coordinator, has arranged for drop off locations in each district. Kits 
must be delivered to the district locations by Feb. 4. See the conference website 
(www.ctcumc.org) for more details on the health kit contents and for boxing and deliv-
ery instructions. “We learned today that UMCOR made an error on their website con-
cerning the information about health kits,” according to Laraine. “They still need the 
$1 for the toothpaste (which can be placed in the health kit bag) but they also need 
$1 to help with shipping costs. We are asking that individuals/churches please pro-
vide the $1 for shipping per kit that they bring to the drop off site for their district. 
Please make out the check to UMCOR from your church for the number of kits you 
are providing and give this check to the drop off site coordinator in your district. They, 
in turn, will give it to our delivery people to take to Sager Brown. We apologize for the 
inconvenience of this change in instructions.”

 1 toothbrush (single 
brushes only in original 
wrapper, No child-size 
brushes)

 6 adhesive plastic strip 
sterile bandages

 $1.00 to purchase tooth-
paste (NOTE: UMCOR 
Sager Brown is now pur-
chasing toothpaste in 
bulk to be added to 
health kits before ship-
ping to ensure that the 
product does not expire 
before they are sent.)

Important Kit Assembly Infor-
mation

 All items included in kits 
must be NEW items.

 All emergency kits are 
carefully planned to make 
them usable in the great-
est number of situations. 
Since strict rules often 
govern product entry into 
international countries, it 
is important that kits 
contain only the re-
quested items-nothing 
more.

 Do NOT include any per-
sonal notes, money or 
additional materials in the 
kits. These things must be 
painstakingly removed 
and will delay the ship-
ment.

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Clergy Sexual Misconduct Prevention Course Now Online: 

An Internet course on Preventing Clergy Sexual Misconduct (PCSM) is available to 
all clergy and to all supply pastors who are appointed to a charge in the CTC. All 
pastors, associates, supply pastors appointed to a charge, and other CTC clergy 
can now go to www.careermarriage.org/pcsm, click on “Login” and set up their 
personal PCSM access. Completing this course meets the requirement for training 
in preventing clergy sexual misconduct. There is no cost to clergy for this Internet 
course. To access the PCSM each eligible clergy needs to enter his/her name and 
work e-mail address as it is listed in CTC records. Clergy who encounter any 
technical difficulty contact Richard Hunt at pcsm@careermarriage.org. To verify 
that your name and e-mail address are correct in the conference database, 
contact Susan Briles at susan@ctcumc.org, 817-877-5222 or 800-460-8622. All 
information a person enters through his or her personal PCSM access account is 
strictly confidential and will not be shared with anyone. At the 
www.careermarriage.org/pcsm, all the buttons at the left side of the page are 
freely available to anyone at any time. This enables anyone with any misconduct 
concerns to access appropriate help. Access to all the top tool buttons is limited to 
those who are eligible to participate in the PCSM course.
